
CHAPTER THREE

ADVERTISEMENTS

ARTICLE 1:  In General
SEC. 3-1-1:  Posting Generally
No person shall post any bills signs, posters or advertisements on any building, fences, poles or other property within the City belonging to another without the consent of the owner thereof.  Such consent shall be secured in writing, and such written consent shall be exhibited by the person having the same to any police officer on demand.

SEC. 3-1-2:  Signs, Banners Across Streets
No person shall erect or place any sign or banner of wood, cloth metal or other material across any street or sidewalk within the City without specific permission from the City Council.  In the event that a street is also a State highway, permission from the Illinois Department of Transportation is required in

addition to approval by the City Council.

SEC. 3-1-3:  Destroying Lawful Posters
It shall be unlawful for any person to wrongfully and maliciously tear down, deface or cover up any posted advertisement or bill of any other person when the same is lawfully posted and put up within the City and during the time such sign or advertisement shall be of value.

SEC. 3-1-4:  Marking on Streets, Sidewalks Prohibited
It shall be unlawful for any person to advertise, or attempt to advertise, by marking or painting on any of the streets or sidewalks within the City.

SEC.  3-1-5:  Civic Services signs in Public Rights of Way
Signs, banners, billboards and similar structures and objects directly relating to charitable, historical, religious or other civic services and nonprofit activities may be installed in the public rights-of-way within the City provided

specific approval is granted for each such sign by the City Administrator.  (amended  8-4-03).

SEC. 3-1-6:  Sound Vehicles Restricted
It shall be unlawful for any person to advertise any goods, wares, merchandise or information of any kind by the use of any amplifying equipment

SEC. 3-1-6:  Sound Vehicles Restricted (continuation no. 1)
used by or mounted on any vehicle within the City without first having obtained approval therefore form the City Council.

SEC.  3-1-7:  Stickers
It shall be unlawful for any person to attach any gummed sticker to any vehicle within the City without the consent of the owner of such vehicle.

SEC.  3-1-8:  Handbills at Inhabited Private Premises
No person shall throw, deposit or distribute any handbill in  or upon private

premises within the City which are inhabited, except by handing or transmitting any such handbill directly to the owner, occupant or other person then present in or upon  such private premises.  Provided, however, that in case of inhabited private premises which are not posted, such person, unless requested by anyone upon such premises not to do some may place or deposit any such handbill in or upon such premises if such hand bill is so placed or so deposited as to prevent the same form being blown or drifted about such premises, sidewalks, streets or other public places, and except that mailboxes may not be so used when prohibited by federal postal law or regulation.

SEC.  3-1-9:  Handbills Prohibited Where Properly Posted
No person shall throw or deposit or distribute any handbill upon any private premises within the City if requested by anyone thereon not to do so or if

there is placed on such premises a sign bearing the words:  “No trespassing”,

 “No Peddlers or Agents” or any similar notice, indicating in any manner that the occupants of such premises do not wish to have their right of privacy disturbed, 

or to have any handbills left upon such premises.

SEC.3-1-10: Handbills at Uninhabited, Vacant Premises
No person shall throw or deposit any handbill in or upon any private

premises within the City which is uninhabited or vacant.

SEC. 3-1-11:  Handbills on Vehicles
It shall be unlawful for any person to throw or deposit any handbill in or upon any vehicle within the City.

SEC. 3-1-12:  Handbills Restricted in Public Places
In any public place within the City a handbill may be personally delivered to any person willing to accept the same.  Otherwise, a person shall not hand out, distribute or sell any handbill or similar item in a public place.

SEC. 3-1-13:  Penalty for Violation
A violation of this ordinance shall be a misdemeanor and subject to the penalty provided in Sec. 1-1-11.
