CHAPTER ELEVEN

FOOD AND FOOD HANDLERS

ARTICLE 1:  In General
SEC. 11-1-1:  Jurisdiction
Commercial food handlers (restaurants, grocery stores, snack shops, ice cream stands, etc.) located within the corporate limits of the City are under the jurisdiction of the Knox County Health Ordinance.  Also, the individual or organization operating any temporary food or refreshment stand is under the jurisdiction of the Knox County Health Ordinance.  Accordingly, the owners or operators of all food service operations are obliged to familiarize themselves with and abide by the regulations of that Knox County Ordinance.  (Revised 1-16-2001)

SEC.  11-1-2:  Temporary Food Stands
No person shall operate a temporary food and/or refreshment stand on City property or the public right-of-way within the City, except when a specific group has received permission from the City Council to use City property (such as a park area) for a festival (such as Knox County Scenic Drive) or other special event.  In that case, the operation of any temporary food or refreshment stand shall be the responsibility of the specific group operating that stand and the City shall have no jurisdiction over or liability for such a temporary food or refreshment stand.

In the event that a specific group is granted permission by the City Council to operate a temporary food and/or refreshment stand on City property during a community event (such as July 4th celebration) in which the City is involved, then such specific group shall accept full responsibility for the operation of its temporary food and/or refreshment stand with the City having no jurisdiction over or liability for such food or refreshment stand.

The City Council may require any specific group which desires to operate a temporary food and/or refreshment stand on City property to execute a hold harmless and an indemnity agreement in favor of the City, and the City may also require liability insurance in such amounts and with such terms as the City may determine to be necessary.  However, the non-requirement by the City for such a hold harmless and indemnity agreement and/or insurance coverage shall not mean that the City accepts any liability for the operation of any food/refreshment stand.

SEC.  11-1-3:  Penalty
Any person who operates a commercial or temporary food and/or refreshment service in violation of the requirements of the Knox County Health Ordinance shall be subject to the penalty(ies) as provided in said ordinance.  (Revised 1-16-2001)
