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CHAPTER NINETEEN

POLICE DEPARTMENT

Revised Section 19-3-1- Auxiliary Police December 5, 2011
ARTICLE 1: Authorization
SEC. 19-1-1: Establishment

There is hereby established a Police Department for the City.

SEC. 19-1-2: Powers and Duties
All members of the Police Department shall have the powers and/or duties provided by State law, City ordinance and City Council reso​lution.

SEC. 19-1-3: Chief
The Chief of Police shall be appointed by the Mayor by and with the advice and consent of the City Council.  The Chief may be relieved as Chief by the Mayor without the advice and consent of the Council, but the Mayor may not dismiss that person from the Police Department without action to that effect by the City Council.

ARTICLE 2: Structure, Powers and Duties
SEC. 19-2-1: Adoption of Rules, Regulations and General Orders
A certain document, three copies of which shall be kept on file by the City Clerk, being marked and designated as "Rules and Regula​tions, and General Orders, Knoxville Police Department", adopted by the City Council on June 17, 1985 as it may be amended from time to time, be and is hereby adopted as the controlling document for the structure, powers, duties and other pertinent information for the control and operation of the Knoxville Police Department within the framework of the powers and duties set forth in Article 1 above; and each and all of the regulations contained in said document are hereby referred to, adopted and made a part of this Knoxville, Illinois Municipal Code, as if fully set out in this article.

Article 3:  Auxiliary Police
SEC. 19-3-1   Creation and Appointment. The formation of a group of auxiliary   policemen is hereby authorized, such group to be known as the Knoxville Auxiliary Police Force.

A)
Members of said Knoxville Auxiliary Police Force shall be appointed by the Mayor with the advice and consent of the City Council. No more than 10 persons shall serve as such auxiliary police officers at any one time. Such members shall serve without pay.

B)
No person who has been convicted of a felony or other crime involving moral turpitude shall be appointed or allowed to serve as such auxiliary officer and prior to his or her appointment his or her fingerprints will be taken to assure compliance herewith.

C)
No person who is a member of the regular Knoxville Police Department nor of any other police department, or is a full-time member of any other emergency services agency, shall be appointed.

D)
Residency within the City of Knoxville shall not be required to serve as an auxiliary officer.

SEC. 19-3-2:  Duties. The Knoxville Auxiliary Police Force shall perform the following duties and no other:

A)
Aiding or directing traffic within the corporate limits of the City of Knoxville.

B)
Aiding and control of natural or man-made disasters.

C)
Aiding in case of civil disorder as directed by the Chief of Police of the Knoxville Police Department.

D)
Auxiliary police officers are not sworn officers and, as such, are not authorized to exercise “conservator of the peace” powers.
SEC. 19-3-3: 
Direction and Control.
A)
Members of the Knoxville Auxiliary Police Force shall be subject to the direction and control of the Chief of Police of the Knoxville Police Department at all times during the performance or their duties as auxiliary police and may be called to serve only by said Chief of Police.

B)
Members of the Knoxville Auxiliary Police Force shall be subject to all applicable portions of The Rules and Regulations and General Orders for the Knoxville Police Department.

SEC. 19-3-4: 
Equipment.
A)
Members of the Knoxville Auxiliary Police Force shall not carry firearms except with the permission of the Chief of Police of the Knoxville Police Department, and then only while in uniform and in the performance of their duties.

B)
Identification symbols worn by members of the Knoxville Auxiliary Police Force shall be different and distinct from those of the members of the Knoxville Police Department.

SEC. 19-3-5:
   Training. Each member of the Knoxville Auxiliary Police Force, prior to entering upon any duties, shall receive a course of training in the use of weapons and other police procedures as shall be appropriate in the exercise of the powers conferred upon them by this ordinance, and as shall be provided and approved by the Chief of Police of the Knoxville Police Department.  Such training required of all auxiliary police officers shall include, but is not necessary limited to, attending and successfully passing the mandatory firearms requirements set for the by the Illinois Law Enforcement Training and Standards Board (ILETSB).

Sec. 19-3-6
Organization. Said Knoxville Auxiliary Police Force may adopt its own by-laws and rules and regulations concerning its internal organization, all of which shall be subject to the approval of the Chief of Police of the Knoxville Police Department and the corporate authorities.
