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CHAPTER TWENTY-NINE


VEGETATION


ARTICLE 1: Offensive Growths
SEC. 29-1-1: Prohibited
It shall be unlawful for any person to allow any plant over 12 inches in height on any property under his/her ownership or control; provided, however, that this prohibition shall not apply to trees, ornamental shrubs and food or flower plants. It shall be unlawful for any person to allow any accumulation of dead grass, dry weeds or other similar combustible material to remain or lay on any premises under his/her ownership or control.

SEC. 29-1-2: Nuisance Declared
Any accumulation of dead grass, dry weeds or other similar combustible material, as well as all prohibited plant growth over 12 inches in height on any property are hereby declared to constitute a nuisance.



SEC. 29-1-3: Reference to Nuisances
The provisions of Chapter 15 shall apply.
