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AMUSEMENTS
ARTICLE l : Video Gaming
Sec 5-1-1:   Video Gaming terminal fee.
(a)  It shall be unlawful to operate a video gaming terminal within the City of Knoxville without paying an annual permit fee of two hundred fifty dollars ($250.00). (fee amended 1-2-2022)
(b)  Upon payment of the licensing fee required under this Article, the City shall issue a video gaming permit sticker which must be clearly displayed upon the video gaming terminal at all times.  The video gaming permit sticker shall state the date it was issued and the date that it expires.  Said expiration date shall be one year from the date of issuance, provided that, should said expiration date fall on a weekend or holiday, the expiration date shall be deemed to the first business day following said weekend or holiday.


(c)  “Video gaming terminal” is defined for purposes of this Article as any electronic video game machine that, upon insertion of cash, is available to play or simulate the play of a video game, including but not limited to video poker, line up, and blackjack, utilizing a video display and microprocessors in which the player may receive free games or credits that can be redeemed for cash. The term does not include a machine that directly dispenses coins, cash, or tokens or is for amusement purposes only.
(d)  A violation of any requirement of this Article shall be punishable by a fine of not less than one hundred dollars ($100.00) nor more than seven hundred fifty dollars ($750.00). Every day that a person operates a video gaming terminal in violation of this Article’s terms shall constitute a separate offense.

(e)  Nothing in the Article shall be construed as permitting the operation of a video gaming terminal, or other video gaming device, in contravention to any of the terms of any State or federal law, including the terms of the Video Gaming Act (230 ILCS 40/1 et seq.).
