ARTICLE 1:  In General
SEC.  28-1-1:  Purpose and Definition
In order that persons who operate motorized and non-motorized vehicles within the City may do so in a manner which promotes the safety of vehicle operators, occupants and pedestrians, as well as to permit a reasonable flow of traffic and access by emergency vehicles, this chapter of the Knoxville City Code establishes the traffic control measures set forth herein.  Motor vehicle includes, but is not limited to, automobile, truck, motorcycle, motorbike, all terrain vehicle and snowmobile.  Non-motorized vehicle includes, but is not limited to, bicycle, tricycle, scooter and skateboard. (Reference Sec. 

14-1-2).

ARTICLE 2:  Motorized Vehicles
SEC.  28-2-1:  Speed Limits
The speed limit(s) on any street within the City of Knoxville for which the State of Illinois has jurisdiction and/or maintenance responsibility shall be determined and posted by the State and the City has no jurisdiction regarding the establishment of such speed limit(s), but does have jurisdiction for enforcement.

The speed limit(s) on any street within the City of Knoxville for which the City has jurisdiction to establish such limits shall be 30 miles per hour (mph), except as provided below:

SEC.  28-2-1:  Speed Limits   (continuation No. 1)

Broad Street.  The speed limit on this street shall be 35 mph in both directions from Prairieview Road to the south City limit and 20 mph in both directions from Mill Street to 500 feet south of Newman Street on school days when children are present.
Henderson Road.  The speed limit on this street shall be 35 mph in both directions from Douglas Street to the north City limit.

Jackson Street.  The speed limit on this street on school days when children are present shall be 20 mph in both directions from Newman Street to 1000 feet south of Pleasant Avenue.  (Revised 10-6-2014)
Line Street.  The speed limit on this street on school days when children are present shall be 20 mph in both directions from Main Street to Newman Street.   (Revised 10-6-2014)
Mill Street.  The speed limit on this street on school days when children are present shall be 20 mph in both directions from Broad Street to Gilson Street.

Newman Street.  The speed limit on this street on school days when children are present shall be 20 mph in both directions from Broad Street to Sheridan Avenue (Added 9-7-10)

Ontario Street.  The speed limit on this street on school days when children are present shall be 20 mph in both directions from Main Street to Mill Street.

Pleasant Avenue.  The speed limit on this street on school days when children are present shall be 20 mph in both directions from Jackson Street to Sheridan Avenue.

South Street.  The speed limit on this street on school days when children are present shall be 20 mph in both directions from Broad Street to Ontario Street.

Sheridan Avenue.  The speed limit on this street shall be 20 miles per hour in both directions from Mill Street to Pleasant Avenue on school days when children are present.  (Added 9-7-2004)

SEC.  28-2-3:  Parking Restrictions (Revised 7-15-2024)
No person shall stop, stand or park a motorized vehicle or a non-motorized trailer (or similar wheeled equipment that is commonly pulled behind a motorized vehicle):

A.
Contrary to any law or regulation established by the laws of the State of Illinois, including, but not limited to, the parking prohibitions set forth in 625 ILCS 5/11-1303, including, but not limited to, contrary to that statute’s prohibition against stopping, standing or parking a motor vehicle: (i) in front of a public or private driveway; (ii) within 15 feet of a fire hydrant; (iii) within 20 feet of a crosswalk at an intersection; (iv) within 30 feet upon the approach to any flashing signal, stop sign, yield sign, or traffic control signal located at the side of a roadway; (v) within 20 feet of the driveway entrance to any fire station and on the side of a street opposite the entrance to any fire station within 75 feet of such entrance (when properly sign-posted); or

B.
On or in any sidewalk, crosswalk or intersection; or

C.
Wherever parking is prohibited where marked by city-authorized no parking signs; 
or

D.
Wherever the city has authorized the markings of the curb with yellow paint; or

E.
Along any street improved with finished curb and gutter, upon, over or across a terrace except when necessary to avoid conflict with other traffic when in compliance with 
the directions of a police officer or a traffic control device; or

F.
In any manner on City streets other than parallel parking, except at such 




enumerated locations, explicitly designated in Section 28-2-3.1, where diagonal 


parking is allowed; or  

G.
In excess of one hour parking by trucks with a manufacturer’s rated load capacity over six tons, including tractors and/or trailers, on all City streets and alleys, except on Cross Street between Line and Jefferson Streets and on the south side of East Depot Street for a distance of 350 feet west from Hebard Street; or

H.
In an alley right-of-way so as to prohibit another vehicle from freely passing 



through that alley or in a manner to otherwise obstruct such an alley right-of-way; or

I. At any location where parking is specifically prohibited under Section 28-2-3.1. or

J. 
In excess of eight consecutive hours on any public street or alley by any trailer, house trailer, pole trailer, travel trailer, semi-trailer, motor home, mini motor home, van camper, or tractor connected to either a trailer or semi-trailer; or


K. 
On any public street or alley by any trailer or semi-trailer, in excess of 24 feet in length, during any period in excess of the time needed to expeditiously load or unload the same.  
SEC.  28-2-3.1:  Parking Prohibited at Specific Locations
In addition to all restrictions regarding stopping, standing or parking a motor vehicle contained in Section 28-2-3, the following locations shall be subject to the following restrictions and rules, and any person violating the restrictions and rules set forth herein shall be guilty of a violation of this Chapter:

Bayard Avenue.  Parking is prohibited on the west side of the street from Mill Street north for a distance of 175 feet. 

Broad Street.    Parking is prohibited on the East side of Broad Street for 15 feet South of the intersection of the curb at Broad Street with the curb at Main Street.

Carr Street.  Parking is prohibited on the west side of this street from North Street to Main 
Street.

Douglas Street.  Parking is prohibited on both sides from Henderson Road to the east end of the curved section of this street and on the south side of this street from Market Street to Hebard Street.
Gilson Street.  Diagonal parking is permitted on the west side of this street from Main Street northerly to mid-block. Parking is prohibited on both sides of the street from South Street to Johnson Avenue.  

Hebard Street.  Parking is prohibited on the west side of this street from the railroad tracks to Douglas Street and on the east side from the tracks to the North City limits. Diagonal parking beyond the curb line is permitted on the west side of this street by the first commercial property north of Main Street.  Parking is prohibited on the west side of this street from Douglas Street to Main Street, except as shown above, and on the east side from Main Street north to the first driveway, a distance of approximately 90 feet from the Main Street curb line.  
Henderson Road.  Parking is prohibited on both sides of this street from Main Street to the North City limit.

Jackson Street.  Parking is prohibited on the west side of Jackson Street from Newman Street to Pleasant Avenue, and both sides of Jackson Street from Pleasant Avenue south to the driveway entrance to the elementary school parking lot.  

Jefferson Street.   Parking is prohibited on the east side of this street from Depot Street to Douglas Street.

Library Alley.  Parking is restricted to 15 minutes in the first parking space of the Library Alley that intersects with Main Street.  

Line Street.  Parking is prohibited on the east side of this street from Main Street to North Street.

Locust Street.  Diagonal parking is permitted on the south side of this street from Broad Street easterly to mid-block.

Main Street.  Parking is prohibited on both sides of this street from Market Street to Timber Street; on the south side of this street, from Division Street east for a distance of 200 feet; and from the east end of the widened portion of the street to Line Street; and on the North side of this street, from West Street to North Park Street. Parking and standing (unloading) is prohibited on the north side from the east end of the widened portion of this street to Line Street. Parking is restricted to three hours on both sides of this street from Timber Street to the east end of the widened portion of the street. Parking is prohibited on the south side of Main Street from the corner of Main Street and Line Street to a point 467 feet westerly of said corner. 

Market Street.  Parking is prohibited on the east side of this street from Broad Avenue to the south side of the Square.

Mill Street.  Parking is prohibited on the south side of this street from Bayard Avenue to Gilson Street. Also, parking is restricted to school buses on the north side of this 
street between Ontario Street to the area restricted for school buses.
Morris Street.  Diagonal parking is permitted on the west side of this street within the first one-half block north of Main Street where a parking surface is provided.

Newman Street.  Parking is prohibited on the south side of Newman Street between South Line Street and Sheridan Street. 
Post Office (121 N. Public Square).  Parking is prohibited in front of the U.S. Post Office, 121 N. Public Square, except that parking shall be temporarily permitted, consistent with 
existing signage, in those marked spots in front of the U.S. Post Office, if the vehicle is not standing, stopped or parked for a period of time in excess of five (5) minutes. 

North Street.  Parking is prohibited on the north side of this street from N. Market Street to N. Timber Street except that parking by members of the Fire Department shall be permitted only when such persons are on a fire call.  In addition, parking is prohibited on the north side of this street from N. Ontario Street to Carr Street. (amended 6-18-2018)
Ontario Street.  Parking is prohibited on the east side of this street from Mill Street to the south side of Jensen Gym. Parking is restricted to school buses from 7:30 to 9:00 a.m. and 2:30 to 4:00 p.m. on school days on the east side of this street from the south side of Jensen Gym to Main Street.  Parking is prohibited on both sides of this street from 7:30 to 9:00 a.m. on school days from Main Street to South Street.  Parking is restricted on the west side of this street from Main Street to South Street and shall be posted as “Parking Reserved for Non-Student Visitors Only from 7:30 to 9:00 am on School Days.” Parking is prohibited on the west side of Ontario Street from South Street to Mill Street. Parking is prohibited for the first space on the west side of South Ontario Street, at the intersection of Ontario and Main Streets, 20 feet south of the cross walk on Ontario Street.  

Orange Street.  Parking is prohibited on the east side of this street from Main Street to North Street.  

Pleasant Avenue.  Parking on both the north and south sides of the street from Jackson Street to Sheridan Avenue shall be where authorized by regulatory signs only.  City staff is authorized to use their discretion to place such regulatory signs as needed to accommodate school traffic. 

Sheridan Street.  Parking is prohibited on the east and west sides of this street from Walnut Street to Mill Street and on the west side of this street from Pleasant Street to Johnson Avenue.  

Square, North Side.  Parking is restricted to three hours on both sides of this street from Timber Street to Market Street.

South Street.  Diagonal parking is permitted on the south side of this street from Broad Street easterly to mid-block. Parking is prohibited on the south side of this street from Line Street to Ontario Street. Parking is prohibited on the north side of this street from 8:00 to 9:00 a.m. on school days from Ontario Street to Line Street. Parking is prohibited on the north side of this street from Timber Street to Market Street.  
Walnut Street.  Parking is prohibited on the south side of this street from the 500 Block cul-de-sac to a point 245 feet east of the cul-de-sac. 
West Street.  Parking is prohibited on the on the east side of N. West St. between Douglas and Depot Streets.

SEC.  28-2-3.3:  Handicapped Parking

The City Council, by resolution, shall have the authority to designate parking spaces for use of authorized vehicles transporting handicapped persons, and to place signs, and/or other markings restricting the parking and spaces to authorized vehicles so transporting handicapped persons.  A list of such locations, where no person shall be permitted to park an unauthorized vehicle, is set forth in Section 28-2-3.4; however, the fact that a location is not enumerated in Section 28-2-3.4 shall not be a defense to a charge that a person has parked in a handicapped parking space in contravention of this Chapter if the handicapped parking space has a sign or markings indicating that the space is reserved for handicapped parking.

In addition to the City Council’s authority to designate parking spaces for use of authorized vehicles transporting handicapped persons, any public school district shall have authority to designate any parking space on land owned by said public school district is solely for use of authorized vehicles transporting handicapped persons, and to place signs, and/or other markings restricting the parking and spaces to authorized vehicles so transporting handicapped persons. 

Except when necessary to avoid conflict with other traffic, or when in compliance with directions of a police officer or traffic control device, no person shall park a vehicle within a handicapped parking area without the proper permit. A vehicle which has been issued handicapped registration plates as provided by Law, or which is equipped with a decal or device as provided by Law, shall be considered an authorized vehicle.

If a handicapped person has not obtained handicapped registration plates, or a decal or device as provided for above, the City Administrator, upon presentation of a certified statement by a licensed physician that a person is unable to walk 200 fee or more, unassisted by another person or without the aid of a walker, crutches, braces, prosthetic device, or a wheel chair, or without great difficulty or discomfort due to the following impairments: neurologic, orthopedic, cardiac, arthritic disorder, blindness, the loss of function or absence of a limb or limbs, or similar impairment, may issue a temporary permit to such handicapped person for a period not to exceed 3 months, which shall allow parking spaces reserved for handicapped parking in the City.

Parking privileges granted by this Section are strictly limited to the persons to whom special registration plates, special decals, or devices have been issued by the City, or the State, and to qualified operators acting under such person’s express direction while the disabled person is present.

SEC.  28-2-3.4:  Handicapped Parking Locations

Handicapped parking signs shall be installed or maintained, at the following locations:

SEC.  28-2-5:  Weight Limits

A.
Prohibition against vehicles over a certain weight.


Except as provided herein or except as explicitly provided to the contrary in some other section of the Knoxville City Code, no vehicle with a gross weight in excess of 5 tons shall be operated, laden with load or unladen, upon any road or street within the corporate limits of the City of Knoxville, except and unless a different weight limit is established and posted by the City of Knoxville.


The gross weight of 5 tons shall not apply on any streets, or parts thereof, within the corporate limits of the City of Knoxville, to the following vehicles:

1.
Firefighting apparatus;

2.
Equipment for snow and ice removal, yard waste and tree removal, or equipment used by the operations of any governmental unit;

3.
Construction equipment, vehicles delivering building materials for construction, and vehicles hauling or mixing materials for concrete;

4.
Moving vans being used to remove or deliver furniture, equipment or other personal property from a residence or to a residence or business located within the corporate limits of the City of Knoxville;

5.
School buses;

6.
Municipal, county, state or federal vehicles.  This includes Garbage and recycling trucks, which may be privately owned, but which are actually engaged in the serving of residents of the City of Knoxville;

7.
Vehicles of utility companies, railroads, and the Illinois Department of Transportation;

8.
Vehicles of burial companies;

9.
Recreational vehicles;

10.
Vehicles being used to deliver furniture or other products to residential customers residing, of the delivering of food, beverages, or spirits to any business located within the corporate limits of the City of Knoxville;

11.
Any vehicle operated under the terms of a special permit issued hereunder; and

12.
Vehicles which are upon the following streets:

Main Street;

That portion of North Hebard Street which lies between Main 
Street and Douglas Street;


d.
Carr Street; 


e.
Cross Street;


f.
South Broad Street; and

Henderson Road.

B.
Penalty.


Notwithstanding any contrary provisions in this Chapter or the Knoxville City Code, any person violating the weight limits set forth in Sec. 28-2-5(A), above, shall be fined two hundred dollars ($200.00) for a first offense and four hundred dollars ($400.00) for a second or subsequent offense.  In addition, if the driver of any vehicle which is being operated in violation of Section 28-2-5(a), above, fails to obey a police officer’s (or auxiliary police officer’s) lawful order to remove the vehicle, in an expeditious manner and according to such route as the police officer (or auxiliary police officer) directs,  from the City of Knoxville’s streets, that driver shall be subject to an additional fine of one hundred fifty dollars ($150.00) for failing to obey said lawful order. No administrative warning ticket, issued for a violation of any part of this Section 28-2-5 (including any provision of 28-2-5(A) and 28-2-5(B)) shall permit settlement for payment of any amount which is less than the fine(s) set forth herein.

Section 3.
The City shall erect such signs as are reasonably necessary to apprise the public of the weight limits on City streets.

SEC.  28-2-6:  U Turns
Except as provided expressly herein, U turns shall be prohibited on all streets within the City as well as within the intersections of such streets.  As a convenience to motorists, the City may post “No U Turn” signs at those locations deemed to induce U turns but 

such posting, or the lack thereof, shall not alter the prohibition of U turns at any or all street locations within the City. (Revised 5-15-1989)

The following U turns may be made as follows:  (Revised 5-15-1989)
A vehicle traveling west on Main Street may make a U turn and proceed east on Main Street at the intersection of Market with Main Street.

A U turn, when permitted herein, shall be made only at intersections when the same can be made in safety without interfering with other traffic and after proper signal.  

SEC.  28-2-7:  Cross Walks
Any pedestrian who is crossing a street within a marked cross walk, or in an unmarked cross walk which is in line with the sidewalk or the normal location of a sidewalk even though there be no such sidewalk, shall have the right-of-way with respect to any motorized or non-motorized vehicle.  Pedestrians are prohibited from crossing any street within the City at any location other than in a marked cross walk or an unmarked cross walk area. 

SEC.  28-2-8:  Funeral Procession
The lead vehicle in a funeral procession may be equipped with an amber oscillating, rotating, or flashing light or lights which may be used only when the vehicle is used as a lead vehicle in a funeral procession.  (Added 1-2-1990)

SEC.  28-2-9:  Miscellaneous Provisions
As a convenience to motorists and as an aid in the promotion of safety, the City may post warning signs such as a curve sign with the recommended speed for such curve; slow, children at play; truck crossing; dead end; etc.  Such signs may be posted at those locations along streets over which the City has maintenance jurisdiction without the necessity for each such sign to be specifically authorized by ordinance.  Any persons disregarding such warning signs do so at their own risk.  Any person who disregards a warning sign and causes injury to one’s self, another person or the
property of either may be charged with driving too fast for conditions, or some similar charge, but shall not be charged with failure to obey the warning sign, per se.

ARTICLE 3:  Non-Motorized Vehicles
SEC.  28-3-1:  Application of Motorized Vehicle Provisions
Any person operating a non-motorized vehicle shall be subject to the provisions of Article 2 of this chapter, unless a particular provision(s) of Article 2 can have no application to a non-motorized vehicle.

SEC.  28-3-2:  Speed of Non-Motorized Vehicles
Any person operating a non-motorized vehicle shall confine the speed to that which is reasonable and proper with due regard for the safety of any person(s) on the vehicle and pedestrians in the area.

SEC.  28-3-3:  Parental Responsibility and Penalty
A violation under this article by a person who is of an age or other condition to be judged not responsible for his/her own actions shall be subject to the provisions of SEC.  14-7-4 and 14-7-5.  

ARTICLE 4:  Penalties
SEC.  28-4-1:  Declaration of Misdemeanor
Any person violating any provision of this chapter shall be guilty of a misdemeanor.  Each violation shall be a separate offense.

SEC.  28-4-2:  Fines
The provisions of Sec. 1-1-11 shall apply to any violations of this Chapter, except that any 
person violating any provision of Sec.28-2-3.3 or Sec. 28-2-3.4 regarding handicapped parking shall be fined the sum of $250 for each offense; provided, further that in the event the maximum fine allowed by State Statute (625 ILCS 5-11-1301.3(c) to be imposed by a municipality for handicapped parking violations shall be hereafter increased, then the fine imposed hereinafter shall be correspondingly increased in accordance with State Statute.  

ARTICLE 5:  Golf Carts and Qualified Non-Highway Vehicles 

(Section added 8-6-2018 & revised 9-4-2018 & 9-3-2019)
SEC.
28-5-1:  Operation of Golf Carts and Qualified Non-Highway Vehicles Allowed
Provided that a permit is first obtained, and all conditions of this Article are obeyed, the operation of golf carts or qualified non-highway vehicles shall be permitted on streets under the jurisdiction of the City of Knoxville and within its corporate boundaries as set forth in this Article, provided that the posted speed limit for such streets is 35 miles per hour or less, and further excepting those streets or intersections identified in Section 28-5-4 of this Article.  Golf carts or qualified non-highway vehicles shall also be permitted to make direct crossings at an intersection controlled by a traffic light or 4-way stop sign upon or across any highway under the jurisdiction of the State of Illinois as set forth in this Article.  The term “golf cart” shall have the same meaning as set forth in Section 1-123.9 of the Illinois Vehicle Code (625 
ILCS 5/1-123.9), and “qualified non-highway vehicles” shall have the same meaning as set forth in Section 1-168.8 of the Illinois Vehicle Code (625 ILCS 5/1-168.8).

SEC. 28-5-2:   Compliance with Illinois Vehicle Code
The operation of golf carts or qualified non-highway vehicles within the City shall be in accordance with all provisions of the Illinois Vehicle Code (625 ILCS 5/1-100 et seq.), including, without limitation, Section 11-1426.1 thereof (625 ILCS 5/11-1426.1).  All golf carts and qualified non-highway vehicles must have, at a minimum, the equipment and other items set forth in Section 11-1426.1(e) of the Illinois Vehicle Code (625 ILCS 5/11-1426.1(e)).  No non-highway vehicle may be operated on a roadway unless, at a minimum, it has the following: brakes, a steering apparatus, tires, a rearview mirror, red reflectorized warning devices in the front and rear, a slow moving emblem (as required of other vehicles in Section 12-709 of the Illinois Vehicle Code (625 ILCS 5/12-709)) on the rear of the non-highway vehicle, a headlight that emits a white light visible from a distance of 500 feet to the front, a tail lamp that emits a red light visible from at least 100 feet from the rear, brake lights, a windshield or half-windshield, and turn signals. When operated on a roadway, a non-highway vehicle shall have its headlight and tail lamps lighted as required by Section 12-201 (625 ILCS 5/12-201) of the Illinois Vehicle Code.

SEC.  28-5-3:  Permits and Permit Fees
No person shall operate a golf cart or qualified non-highway vehicle within the City of Knoxville without first obtaining a permit, or being listed as an additional operator under a permit, as provided herein.  There shall be an annual permit fee of no less than $50.00 or such
greater amount as adopted, from time to time, by the City Council and set forth in Appendix A of this Code.  Permits shall expire on November 1 of each year. Applications for a permit shall be made on a form supplied by the City, shall be executed by the applicant and each additional operator and shall contain the following:

· Name and address of applicant;

· Name and address of any additional operators;

· Name of liability insurance carrier and policy number;

· The serial number, make, model and description of golf cart or qualified non-highway vehicle;

· Waiver of liability; and

· Such other information as the City may require.


No permit shall be granted unless the following conditions are met:

· A physically handicapped applicant or operator must submit a certificate signed by a physician, certifying that the applicant is able to safely operate a golf cart or qualified non-highway vehicle on City streets;

· The applicant must provide evidence of insurance in compliance with the provisions of the Illinois Statutes regarding minimum liability insurance for passenger motor vehicles to be operated on the roads of the State of Illinois; and

· The applicant must provide a copy of the driver’s license of the applicant and each operator.

Permits may be renewed upon demonstration of compliance with the requirements for initial issuance of a permit and the payment of the permit fee.
If the owner of a golf cart or qualified non-highway vehicle has a current, valid permit for said vehicle, and the owner wishes to transfer that permit to another golf cart or qualified non-highway vehicle that he or she has obtained by way of trade or replacement, the permit may be transferred upon inspection of the new vehicle, proof of insurance for the new vehicle, and payment of a transfer fee of no less than $25.00 or such greater amount as adopted, from time to time, by the City Council and set forth in Appendix A of this Code.  Provided further, nothing in this paragraph shall operate to extend or delay the termination date of any annual permit so transferred.

SEC.  28-5-4:   Additional Restrictions on Vehicle Operation
The following additional restrictions shall apply to the operation of golf carts within the City of Knoxville:

· The applicant and all operators of golf carts and qualified non-highway vehicles must possess a valid driver’s license; and

· A City decal evidencing that a permit has been obtained shall be displayed on the golf cart or qualified non-highway vehicle, said permit to be affixed to the lower right corner (passenger side) of the vehicle’s windshield or half-windshield in a manner as to be clearly visible at all times; and

· While in operation, no more persons may occupy or ride any golf cart or qualified non-highway vehicles than the rated occupancy level for said vehicle or the number of seats installed in said vehicle; and

· Any child under the age of 8 transported by any golf carts or qualified non-highway vehicles shall be restrained in full compliance with state laws applicable to motor vehicles generally, including the requirements of the Child Passenger Protection Act (625 ILCS 25/1 et seq.), as amended from time to time; and

· Notwithstanding any other provision of this Article, the operation of any golf carts or qualified non-highway vehicles shall be prohibited at (i) the intersection of Broad Street and Main Street; and (ii) the intersection of Henderson Road and Main Street.

SEC.  28-5-5:  Violations and Penalties
Any person who violates the provision of this Article shall be subject to revocation of permit or non-renewal of permit, at the discretion of the City Council, in addition to all penalties set forth in Article 4 of this Chapter 28 of the Knoxville City Code.

Section 2:
In the event that a court of competent jurisdiction declares any particular provision of this ordinance to be invalid or unenforceable, the remaining provisions of this ordinance shall be construed to be valid and enforceable.  The invalidity of any part of this ordinance shall not affect any part or parts thereof.
ARTICLE 6: Overweight and Oversized Vehicles
SEC. 28-6-1:   Overweight and Oversized Vehicles Prohibited
A.
Except as specifically allowed by statute or other ordinance, it shall be unlawful for any person to be in control of, to drive, to park, or move on, upon, or across or for the owner to cause or knowingly permit to be parked, driven, or moved upon or across, any street or highway under the jurisdiction of the City, any  motor vehicle with a size or weight, including load, that exceeds the limits described in 625 ILCS 5/15-102 (width), 625 ILCS 5/15-103 (height), or 625 ILCS 5/15-111 (weight) of the Illinois Vehicle Code, unless a permit has been issued in accordance with this Chapter. 

B.
Size and weight limitations while operating on City streets shall not apply to the following vehicles:

1.
Fire Department vehicles;

2.
Those vehicles operating under an emergency declaration;

3.
Vehicles operated by the City or by a public utility engaged in emergency utility repair;

4.
Equipment and vehicles used for snow and ice removal owned by or operating at the direction of the City; and

5.
Any vehicle or combination of vehicles operating under the terms of a valid overweight or oversized permit issued by the City. 

C.
Whenever a vehicle or combination of vehicles is operated in violation of this section, the owner and/or operator of such vehicles shall be deemed guilty of such violation and either the owner or operator, or both, may be prosecuted for such violation and, upon conviction, shall pay a penalty therefor in the sum of a minimum of $200 and up to $750 for each offense.

SEC. 28-6-2:
Permits for Overweight of Oversized Vehicles 

A.
The Mayor or his designee, with respect to any street or highway under its jurisdiction, may upon application to the City Clerk through a format approved by the City and with good cause being shown, issue a permit authorizing the applicant to: (i) operate or move a vehicle or combination of vehicles of a size exceeding the maximum specified in Section 28-6-1; or (ii) operate a vehicle or combination of vehicles that is non-divisible or carrying a load that is non-divisible of a weight exceeding the maximum specified in Section 28-6-1. The fee for an overweight or oversized vehicle permit shall be $100 per day that such vehicle is operated on City streets or highways. 

B.
Permits are to be issued for good cause to insure movements will not unduly damage City streets. Permits are only valid for the dates and times specified, and the Mayor, or his designee, is authorized to create and amend reasonable provisions for permits in accordance with 625 ILCS 5/15-301(c). Permits are non-transferable to other vehicles and must be carried in the permitted vehicle in either paper or electronic form.
